Brief Course Description:
This class is designed to develop good techniques in all areas of percussion performance and understanding. This class does combine with the concert band and perform at major concerts and activities for school and community.

Course Standards:

Creative Expression through Production, Artistic Perception and Aesthetic Valuing, Historical and Cultural Context, and Applications to Life.

Grading Criteria:

The student’s grade is: Participation 40%, Testes and Quizzes 30%, Concerts 30%.  90-100 = A, 80-89 = B, 70 -79 = C, 60-69 = D, 59 & Below = F. Credit is earned in this class by demonstrating proficiency on 80% of the standards. To pass a standard, a student must score 70% or higher on performance assessments. The level of proficiency demonstrated on performance assessments determines if credit is earned and influences the class letter grade. 

Make-up Work Criteria:

Absences from class for sickness or emergencies need to be made up within two days. All Activity absences need to be make up ahead of the absence. Because it is impossible to duplicate the large group rehearsal of student practice, students need to be in school every day.

Other Course Requirements:

All students are required to perform at all concerts and in school performances, as they are counted for their grade. Every student needs to have equipment used and a notebook in class everyday. Participation is the largest part if the students grade.
